Ephesians 4:22   ...lay aside the old self, which is being corrupted in accordance with the lusts of deceit 

 

 

Romans 7: 15   For what I am doing, I do not understand; for I am not practicing what I would like to do, but I am doing the very thing I hate. 

 

 

 17   So now, no longer am I the one doing it, but sin which dwells in me.

Ephesians 4:24   and put on the new self,         which in the likeness of God has been created in righteousness and holiness of the truth   

 

        which has been created exactly in the likeness of God, righteous and holy.
